01. SUMMER AT PORT HERCULE MONACO PORT
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Planned by the Events Department of Monaco’s Town Hall, this amusement park, located at Monaco’s Harbour,

is destined primarily for children. It offers all kind of leisure activities that families can take part in such as

merry-go-rounds, amusements and food stands contributing to giving families unique holiday moments to

cherish. 

 In 2019, the summer events on the Port of Monaco will take place from July 15th to August 25.

Organized by the Animation Department of the City of Monaco, this children destination amusement park is

traditionally held during the months of July and August, on the upper promenade Quai Albert 1.

 

It offers children entertainment and activities for family fun: rides, attractions and gourmet stands are gathered

for you to experience unique moments of vacation.
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02. MUSEUM OCEANOGRAPHIC DE MONACO AVENUE SAINT-MARTIN -  MONACO-VILLE

Built  on the side of the mythical  Rock of Monaco,  the Oceanographic Museum has been watching over the
oceans for over a century.  Founded by the Prince Albert I ,  great grandfather of H.S.H. Prince Albert I I ,  i t

was designed as a Palace entirely dedicated to Art  and Science.
 

This world-class oceanography museum sits spectacularly placed on the cl i f f  face looking out to sea on the
rock of Monaco.  This in i tself  is  worth the journey but perhaps not for the younger members of the family.
 For them there's an excel lent aquarium -  not big but perfectly s ized for young chi ldren -  with a touch pool

and t imes to observe the f ish being fed.  
 

The museum is stuffed ful l  of  marine world curiosit ies.   Again,  i t 's  not so big that kids lose interest,  but
just ful l  enough of oddit ies to capture their  imagination.   You' l l  f ind a whale skeleton and an enormous

polar bear alongside 200 year old diving gear and al l  sorts of pickled sea monsters!  The roof terrace has a
restaurant and excel lent play area next to a turt le enclosure al l  with 360° panoramic views of Monaco and

the Mediterranean.
 



03. PRINCESS ANTOINETTE PARK 

Princess Antoinette Park  is  a majestic  park at Monte Carlo ’s  perimeter.  The natural  beauty of the place
attracts a great many visitors as wel l  as locals set on gett ing in touch with nature.  Be sure and check out

this l i tt le kingdom of the sacred ol ive tree during your vis it .
 

Sunday gatherings are the thing at this lavish green space set amid the royal  landscape of Monaco.
There’s also an amusement part to entertain chi ldren of al l  ages,  but the park is  superbly suited for

Grottes de l 'Observatoire,  once an astronomic observatory,  is  now a tour that takes vis itors to the cave beneath

the rock.  This l imestone cave,  100 meters above sea level ,  affords vis itors a unique look at not only subterranean
geology,  but prehistoric digs for Monaco’s early residents.

 
The presence of prehistoric people near this cave is  evidenced here by almost 250,000 years of fossi l  evidence.
The nearby museum reveals and the exotic gardens offer fascinating facts and art i facts,  and guests of the tour

can also dine relax here too.  Situated just outside the city,  this attraction,  and other nearby sites,  are wel l  worth a
bit  of  a side tr ip.
